Public Hearing was called to order for the 2018 proposed budget and was discussed
Motion made by Karl Dillenbeck, seconded by Ty Buschbom to accept the 2018 proposed budget as presented. Motion passed 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Mayor Schneider introduced BJ Whiteman as she is interested in the vacant Council seat. 
Motion was made by Dana Boyer, seconded by Floyd Cozadd to accept BJ Whiteman to fill the vacant council seat. Motion passed 4 – 0.
Oath of office was read to BJ Whiteman by Mayor Schneider as she was sworn in.

The uniform Public Offense Code (UPOC) – Ordinance #10-2017 and the Standard Traffic Ordinance     (STO) – Ordinance #14-2017 was presented to Council by Mayor Schneider.
Motion was made by Ty Bushbom, seconded by Dana Boyer to approve Ordinance 10- 2017. 

Motion passed 5-0.

Motion was made by Dana Boyer, seconded by Floyd Cozadd to approve Ordinance 14-2017.

Motion passed 5-0. 
Advantage Computer email domain is up for contract renewal July 2017 – July – 2018 

Motion was made by Karl Dillenbeck, seconded by Dana Boyer to renew the Advantage Computer email domain from July 2017 – July 2018. Motion passed 5-0.

Mayor Schneider was giving a copy of the 100th Centennial Book of Meriden. Mayor Schneider would like to give acknowledge the man who wrote the book.

Motion was made by Dana Boyer, seconded by Ty Buschbom to proclaim 7-5-2017 Bill McDermed day this year and hear out. Motion passed 5-0. 
SEWER DELIQUINCIES 
Council was provided a list of past due accounts that have received letters to be assessed August 15th if not paid in full. 
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POLICE DEPARTMENT
Jason Boyer relayed the mystery of the ballfield concession stand robbery. They were going in through the small trap door on the roof that was left open for ventilation. Wade suggest that Jason get with Moomaw to see if he could design a cage for the concession doors also to prevent future break-ins. 

The bar had numerous biker activity through town and some pranksters pulled the road block barriers onto Main St one night. 

County is in a big hurry to changer to the 800 radio frequency that the state of Kansas uses. Meriden already is. The portable one we have is not supported by Motorola anymore and the County is willing to buy it for $900. Jason’s thoughts are to get rid of it and buy a newer one that will be supported. Middle line rated one is $2,900. That would give them two mobiles and the new one will be a portable.
Motion was made by Dana Boyer, seconded by Floyd to sell the Motorola 2500 radio to the Jefferson County Sheriff’s Department for $900. Motion passed 5-0. 

Motion by Dana Boyer, seconded by BJ Whiteman, to set a limit to $2,100 for Chief Boyer to purchase a new Motorola 800 out of the law enforcement fund. Motion passed 5-0.
Discussion was held on the city noise ordinance and what were the past discussions with the owners of Game Day Bar & Grill having bands outside. City office is to find the minutes from last year to confirm past discussion and if there were any motions made. City Attorney Lee Hendricks is to draft a revised noise ordinance. Lee stated that the City of Oskaloosa had drafted one 2 years ago that he would research. Chief Boyer is to invite the owners to the next city council meeting. Mayor Schneider would like to see a new ordinance sating how many bands the bar can have a year outside. 
Chief Boyer talked to a company out of Eudora about renting five or six portable barricades that are 36 inches long and eight foot tall that you fill up with water for the Meriden Festival.
MAINTENANCE TIME 

James is working on getting the fogger ordered. Mayor Schneider asked about getting the new employee drug tested. City Attorney reiterated that the employee policy book was still being revised at this time. Clerk Daniels informed Council that Environmental Laboratory is no longer certified to do the city waste water analysis and is going through a company called Pace. Clerk Daniels wanted Council to be aware of the new company and the new procedures that maintenance will need to learn.
ATTORNEY TIME
Lee relayed to Council that he received a letter from the League of Municipalities that the Code book needed to be turned in by the 25th of August or the city would need to begin a new contract with them. Lee and Clerk Daniels are going to meet next week to work on the Codes and by the next Council meeting Lee would have the Code Book ready to approve the first draft. The City Personnel Book ready to vote on also. 
MAYOR TIME

Mayor Schneider brought up the question if the city has an ATV Ordinance in place. Discussion was held on the ordinance and it was decided that it need revisited and revised. Lee said he would look over the ordinance and bring it to the next meeting for more discussion. 
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Mayor Schneider passed out job descriptions for the maintenance department and would like council to go over the job descriptions and make any revisions they see needed and bring them back to the next meeting. Mayor Schneider will also be working on the office job descriptions also.
